Strength

Mentally and emotionally hard to move — but when 
moved, the result is seismic.

Patriarchal/
Matriarchal 
Wisdom

A guardian of culture, values, family, legacy.

Silent Judgment Reads a room, a person, a situation — and decides with 
deliberate calm.

Master of 
Restraint

Could crush but chooses not to. Power is never wasted.
