History

 -Bear Spirit has close ties with Shamanic tradition particularly 
in North America and Siberia. In these areas a Polar bear 
receives veneration as a sage and educator. 

-Viking’s wore bear skins in battle to scare the incoming hordes 
and to invoke the bear spirit in battle. 

-The Han Dynasty in China worshipped bears and the bear 
became the totem for the country. Panda bears are well-
known in this region and people regard them as a symbol of 
prosperity, plenty, taking life slow, and putting ourselves to 
more than one task successfully.

-In Feng Shui the Bear is masculine. They are placed in front 
of doorways as guardians for everyone in that home. In this 
area for a pregnant woman keeping a bear statue is one way of 
ensuring a healthy baby, usually a boy.

-Ainu in Japan Bear was a God in an animal disguise.
